In eastern countries. the methods used for carpet weaving differ according
to different local traditions and customs. while the structure of the carpet is
always fixed; These differences can be seen in the yarn and dyeing methods
used. The ABRASH collection also includes this difference; In this collection.
we were able to weave a different carpet by using the abrash dyeing method.
which is mostly seen in Baloch. Oshak. Mamluk. Berber and other Safavid era
carpets. The designs and motifs used in this collection are related to different
periods of carpet weaving in the East and around the Mediterranean. the variety
of designs. colors and styles of this collection will help you to make the right
choice. depending on your style and decoration. Itisimportant to remind that all
carpets in this collection are woven from %100 natural Iranian wool fibers. and
all carpets are washed by hand in a traditional way after the weaving stage. and
all the stages related to Selvage .

These rugs were
not purely decorative; they served practical purposes providing warmth. insulation. and even functioning as room dividers in
portable homes like yurts. The geometric patterns found in ancient nomadic rugs may reflect tribal identities and the cultural
symbols of their weavers. The beauty of this style comes to life when placed within minimalist or Art Deco-inspired interiors.
breathing a fresh spirit into the space around you.
